We read it several times in the weeks leading up to

kindergarten. She loved Amelia and thought the book was funny and she came home from school

on the first day and told me they took roll just like in Amelia Bedelia!

I, the mother of a 6 year old, found this to be a bit exaggerated for my baby.Somehow, Amelia

misunderstands almost everything and acts a bit silly, though in the end it all works out as everyone

ends up laughing and having a good time.As for my daughter, she couldn't seem to understand why

Amelia just didn't get it...but she enjoyed the fact that everyone else around her, did not make her

feel bad for making mistakes.



This summer I introduced to our daughter to Amelia Bedelia and my daughter requested to read

everything and anything about Amelia. Here we finally get to see Amelia as a child on her 1st day of

school. And at the same time find out that as a child she took people at their word... exactly, just as

she does as an adult! It's a very cute book and the illustrations are done by Lynne Avril and she did

a great job!At first our daughter didn't understand why Amelia would take instruction so literally, then

would laugh and shake her head at Amelia's latest antics. Now, my daughter when she hears

something that would confuse Amelia in her every life, she makes the connection to Amelia and

laughs, shakes her head and then tells us how it would confuse Amelia into do this chore.

This is a really cute story- perfect for all those little girls who are starting to school. We read it often

because my granddaughter never tires of hearing about the things that Amelia Bedelia does. I highly

recommend this book.

I read this book aloud to my third graders the first week of school. It is full of idioms and play on

words so my ELD kids were a little lost. When we talk about figurative language I am going to pull

this book back out.
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
