Having read Divine Healing Made Simple, there is no doubt in my mind that Praying Medic knows a

bit how stuff works in the spirit realm. I have been more and more convinced that Western society

has placed so much emphasis on the power of reason and logic, that we have lost sensitivity and

skill in that other part of what we have: our spirit.God works so simple, through the laying on of

hands, through pictures in the imagination, through a "pressing" and "knowing" in our spirit, through

dreams.
