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Synopsis

Walter Marshall was born in 1628 at Bishops Wearmouth in Durham, England. At age eleven, he
went to study at Winchester College. He then became a fellow at New College, Oxford, from 1648 to
1657. He graduated with a Bachelor of Arts degree in 1652. Two years later, he was approved for
the living of Fawley, Hampshire. In 1656, he was appointed to the vicarage of Hursley, Hampshire,
four miles from Winchester. From 1657 to 1661, he served as a fellow at Winchester College. He
married and had two daughters.When the Act of Uniformity passed in 1662, ministers of the Church
of England were asked to give proof of Episcopal ordination and their conformity to the Book of
Common Prayer. Like hundreds of his Puritan colleagues, Marshall decided on the basis of
conscience not to conform. He and other Nonconformists were ejected from their parishes on St.
Bartholomewa ™s Day, August 24, 1662. In the preface to Marshalla ™s work on sanctification, a
friend said, & ceHe [Marshall] was put under the Bartholomew Bushel with near two thousand more

lights whose illumination made the land a Goshen.4 «

this book plainly shows what real salvation is all about and how to walk in it.First, Marshall support
everything he says directly with Scripture.Second, against the timeless ‘antinomian’ error he shows
that a faith that does not include faith for sanctification is not a saving faith.Third he shows in detalil
the difference between works and faith. He goes deeply into the psychology that entraps so many
people, especially of 'holiness’ type traditions, from actually receiving the transforming power.In
essence, he shows what the Gospel is and what it is not, in the most convincing way. The church,
especially the charismatic church (I'm a charismatic), would benefit greatly by learning more deeply
the truths in this book, and in fact many do teach them, but few with the depth and insight that
Marshall does here. Moreover, Marshall leads you to Christ through His Word-- all other ground
being truly sinking sand.This book is difficult to read however. Though it is small, the print is tiny,
and the material is dense, and the presentation plain. The langauge itself however, is not a barrier.It
was this book that was instrumental in the young life of A.B. Simpson founder of the Christian

Because this book cuts right down to the inner heart. It shows us that we that think we stand, take
heed, because we don’t.Third, this book is a call to sanctification (Webster’s: to make holy;
consecrate; to purify or free from sin), to set yourselves apart from the world and do what He asks of

you.Are you ready? Only by His strength can any of us begin to live like this.

Jack Miller learned from this book and Dr. John Murray called it the best book ever written on
sanctification. It is deep and challenging to read, because it was written long ago in a language style
that is a bit hard for us moderns. But it is a deep lake of delightful waters of grace leading to
holiness. Though we commonly think that we must produce a holy frame in ourselves, the mystery
is that it is all of Christ and all of grace. Bryan Chapell’s Holiness by Grace is not as deep, but

teaches and applies the same ideas quite well. Many might prefer to begin by digesting Chapell



before wrestling with Marshall.
