The level of integrity this man displayed was beyond reproach. | would've
loved to have met him to thank him for the lessons he taught me.l find it ironic that the officer that
gave him such a hard time in the beginning and tried to get him kicked out, ended up being the one
who deserted his men in the heat of battle. | served in the U.S. Army for 11 years, and | can count
on one hand (with a few fingers left over) how many true "leaders" there were. Real leaders lead by
example, never ask their soldiers to do something they aren’t willing to do themselves, and go to bat
for their people no matter who they have to go up against. You will find those leader’s soldiers giving
them 110%.Mr. Doss never compromised, even in the face of evil, even when he was being
humiliated by his fellow soldiers and superiors, and not even in the middle of treacherous battle. He
risked his life for the same people that a few months before hated his guts. He gave, not even
knowing, or caring, that he would get something in return.

| had watched a TV special about Desmond Doss (the only conscientious objector to win the Medal
of Honor), and | wanted to learn more about him. What an extraordinary man! There are people in
this life who see things in black and white, and | think he’s one of them. They can be exasperating,
though. My oldest brother was like that - no gray areas - and he couldn’t understand why | would eat
chocolate when it wasn’t good for me. In Desmond Doss’ case, even in times of battle, he did not
use that as an excuse not to spend time with God every day in prayer and Bible reading. The only

explanation of how he was able to save so many lives and to have the STRENGTH to do it ALL



night - lowering wounded men one by one over a cliff without being shot - is that it was a miracle. A
direct result of his closeness to God. He was not afraid nor did he doubt he could do it, and so many
men owe their lives to him. So many men who mocked and ridiculed him owe their lives to him. He
didn’t leave any behind. If you want to read a truly inspirational book, this is a good one. He did not
get out of the war or life without injury or troubles, but that one extraordinary night of his life when he
was able single-handedly to save so many lives was perhaps why he came into this world. Like the
words of Mordecai to Queen Esther, (Esther 4:14) "who knoweth whether thou art come to the
kingdom for such a time as this?" So many times we are afraid or are in circumstances where we
feel we have a good excuse, but Doss did not use the war (!) as his excuse not to honor God in
everything he did. You will be amazed at what he went through and at his steadfastness in so many
circumstances, and the payoff was that one incredible night. What led up to it is fascinating, as well

as his life post-war.

It is an interesting read and uplifting in how this man stood on his faith in God knowing that he could
serve his country without having to use a weapon, trusting in the Lord to help him take care of
wounded soldiers and comforting them in their time of need. He trusted God to take care of him and
his family during and after WWII and lived a better life because of it. | very much appreciated that he
did not put down those soldiers who learned to use weapons of war and chose to respect his

fellowmen and fight for the same cause in different but effective ways.

This book is for younger people. Does not detail the war experiences as much. Read the book by
Booten Herndon instead.
