This book uses the story of Gomer in the Biblical book of Hosea to share just how much God loves
each of us. It begins with the idea that we all have characteristics that are similar to Gomer & “ we
are all deeply loved and we have been redeemed, but we still have tendencies to wander and let
other things draw our focus away from the Lord. If you are familiar with Gomera ™s story, it might
rile you to be compared to her as she was a woman of ill repute. When Hosea, a prominent priest,

married her (because God told him to), | image it was quite a scandal. However, as the book points

Itd ™s pretty unbelievable to think that she leaves the safety and security of
Hoseaé ™s love, but this quote reminds me that wea ™re all prone to think that the grass is greener
on the other side.When wea ™re stuck in the rut of sameness, we fail to notice that we already have
everything we need.| thoroughly enjoyed this book and the lessons it shares, although | found the
flow of reading slow due to the use of unusual or new words. For example, the author used the word
a ceidolotrinketa « when discussing various things we turn into idols in our lives. Honestly, this is a
catchy phrase, but to me it was overused throughout several chapters that would have read much

smoother if these things would have just been called idols.
