It's the children that get left on the wayside - in the novel
we’re introduced to many children and there’s a lot of detail about their talents. In this version,
mainly Emma and Millard showcase their talents, and even that is at a minimum. The danger of the
situation also feels downplayed. But, having already read the novel, this book was a great refresher
for the sequel that's coming out soon, and | really loved the art style. It was edgy and the colors
