In the course of a week the young wombat befriends a human
child, helps her mother look for a new hole, and eventually finds her way inside the human
house.While it would be impossible to equal the brilliance of the original Diary of a Wombat (Ala
Notable Children’s Books. Younger Readers (Awards)) by French, Jackie (2003) Hardcover, this is
a pretty good follow-up. Kids who loved the original will enjoy this one almost as much. Like the

original, this one is good for reading aloud and for early reading practice.
