God forbid that we should ever need
this preparedness, but like the male character says, being prepared is not unlike having life
insurance, or auto insurance.lt is very much appreciated that Jeff Motes has included a strong
female character. In some parts she seems a little wimpy to me, a little weepy, but that is based on
my own personality and experience. As the story unfolds, it is the strength of the wisdom and
experiences of the male character, John, that ensures their survival. In his book, Jeff relates a few
times the calming effect that Jill, the female character, has on the male character's emotions. It is

There is a tremendous amount of detail about the gear and
firearms the characters use, and it was useful to me, as some of it | didn’t know or hadn’t thought
of.There was a lot of praying by the characters, both together and separately, but believe me, if
something like this happens, everybody with sense will say some prayers asking for deliverance.
