Some stories are better than others, but mostly they read as if they were written by a 6th grader.
The sentences are short and awkward, and the flow is often stuttered and jarring. | can'’t tell if it's
bad editing, bad writing, or if something else is going on, but | can definitely tell that it stinks.It
almost feels like the authors were presented with the illustrations and tasked with coming up the text
to fill in. As such, they come across as explaining the story, rather than storytelling.The writing in
this book isn’t bad per say, it’s just not good. Which wouldn’t be that big of a deal, except that I've
read these stories over and over and over again. | hope that the minor suffering I've experienced
can help other literate souls avoid this toddler-enticing book of 5 minute stories that seem to drag on

for much longer, no matter how fast | read.
